Typing Tips

TO:

To capitalize a letter,

press the @‘ key and the
character key. For example, to
type a question mark (?), press
the @ key and the (275 | key.

press the [ am | key. To view
more symbols, press the ("5 |
key again. Type the letter that
appears below the symbol.

hold the letter key and roll the
trackball to the left or right.
Click a character. For example,
to type i, hold the [, | key
and roll the trackball to the
left until i is highlighted.
Click the trackball.

hold the [SX) i

key and press the ER‘ key.
To turn off NUM lock,
press the ﬁ key.
